Submit a list of the photographic/filming equipment you intend to carry.

e When the visa is authorized, submit your passport plus 2 passport-size photographs and send £32.00
(postal order, cash or cheque payable to The Cuban Consulate) to cover the cost of the visa. If you use
the post, enclose a SAE for the return of your documents. (We strongly recommend that you send your
documents by Special Delivery and enclose a pre-paid Special Delivery SAE for the return of your
documents)

Once in Cuba you must report to the Centro de Prensa Internacional for accreditation. Take two
photographs and $60.00 US dollars.
